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Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 3rd September 2024 at 7.15pm in Millington Church.

Present: Cllrs Cawood, Khreibani, Morgan, Willoughby and Swanborough. Ward Cllr Hammond was also in attendance.

The meeting was opened by the Chair and assisted by the clerk.

PARISH COUNCIL MEETING

OPEN FORUM

Nothing was discussed here.

2024.92 WELCOME AND APOLOGIES

Cllrs Burley and Smith had given their apologies prior to the meeting.

2024.94 MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD IN JULY

It was agreed that that these were a true and accurate record and were signed by Cllr Cawood.

2024.95 WARD COUNCILLOR REPORT

Ward Cllr Hammond reported that potholes had been repaired on The Bence and outside the Village Hall. He has also reported potholes on The Pastures for repair.

Cllr Morgan asked about the progress of the verge repairs on the way to Bishop Wilton. Ward Cllr Hammond noted that he had chased this several times but will continue to do so.

Cllr Willoughby asked if the Wolds Explorer bus service will be extended due to its popularity. Ward Cllr Hammond will enquire with ERYC but advised that Government funding of the £2 bus fare will cease beyond November. ERYC have been subsidising the fare. ACTION: Clerk to produce letter asking ERYC to consider extending the bus service, to possibly include Tuesdays to capture market day in Pocklington.

Ward Cllr Hammond left the meeting at this point.

2024.96 MATTERS ARISING (including actions not covered elsewhere on the agenda)

Broken Manhole Cover

Ward Cllr Hammond had confirmed that this had now been sent to Yorkshire Water who confirmed that they would repair this.

Councillor forms

Cllr Swanborough handed her register of interest form to the clerk. ACTION: Clerk to gather Cllrs Burley and Khreibani’s forms at the next meeting.

Broken Metal Barrier

The clerk had asked the Ward Cllrs to progress this as the ERYC portal was having technical issues. Ward Cllr Hammond confirmed in the meeting that he reported this.

Commemorative Tree

A discussion was held, and it was decided that due to the telephone pole on the green, a more suitable location would be by the bench near the car park. ACTION: Cllr Cawood to speak to the farmer who owns the field to see if he has any objections.

Cllrs Swanborough and Willoughby reviewed and signed the invoices and schedule of payments. ACTION: Clerk to pay invoices produced for the Yorkshire Day. 

Cllr Morgan reviewed and signed the bank statements and accounts reconciliations. 

The clerk noted that Cllr Cawood had paid £391 from proceeds raised from Yorkshire Day, into the PC account. The clerk confirmed that she has moved this to the savings account, and it will be ringfenced for future events.

The clerk noted that she had received remittance from ERYC for the £399 grant funds. She has not received a bank statement yet to reconcile this.

Cllr Cawood read a letter from MacMillan Cancer Support, thanking the PC for their £61.50 donation from the Yorkshire Day proceeds.

Cllr Swanborough volunteered to carry out the inspection. ACTION: Clerk to notify tenants and liaise with Cllr Swanborough for a date.

2024.99 BONFIRE EVENT PREPARATION, INCLUDING RISK ASSESSMENT

Cllr Burley had informed Cllr Cawood that Rob Willoughby has the risk assessment from last year. Jackie Willougby confirmed that Rob would complete this for the next event.
A date of the 2nd of November was set for the event and the 23rd of September for the social meeting to organise this.
Cllr Cawood noted that she would send her list of jobs to Cllrs as she will be on holiday.

2024.102 CORRESPONDENCE AND COMMUNITY ISSUES

The Countryside Access Team has notified the clerk that they will be carrying out work on the diseased Ash trees in Millington Woods, in the next couple of months.

The clerk has been contacted by a relative of the memorial bench on the Green and have asked if they can refurbish it. The clerk is trying to identify if ERYC own this. Ward Cllr hammond is looking into this. ACTION: Clerk to contact the relative with an update once she has received one.

Cllr Cawood handed out a poster for an exhibition presented by the Pocklington Heritage Group. It will be held in the Village Hall in September. These are to be displayed in the pub and on the noticeboards. It was suggested that this also be put onto the Fb page.

The clerk received an email from a resident regarding the location of the tea party on Yorkshire Day. As the clerk was on annual leave, Cllr Cawood responded to the resident by hand-delivered letter.
Cllr Cawood noted her disappointment that along with this email, there was a lot of negative feedback regarding the event and its location. Cllr Willougby echoed this view. She noted that all Cllrs work hard to put on these events for the community and it’s disheartening when there is little positive feedback received. 
A discussion was held, and it was agreed that there had been positive feedback and that some negative feedback was focussed on the location. It was agreed that moving forward, future events would be decided by a social committee. The Parish Council expressed their thanks to the parishioner who allowed the use of their land for the event.
The clerk advised that the PC should hand the running of events to the community who could form the social committee. This was due to the number of events the PC hold and the time and commitment it takes to plan them, alongside all their other Cllr duties. The clerk noted that other parishes have a separate committee for 
such events and whilst members of the PC can sit on these committee, should they wish to, it is not organised by the PC.


It was discussed and agreed that given the bonfire event is held on PC-owned land, they would retain this event. Given the timeframe between now and Christmas, the PC would also help organise the Christmas event. ACTION: Agenda ‘handing events over to social committee’ in February 2025.

Cllr Morgan noted that an accident occurred at the tea party whereby a resident injured her leg. Subsequently, an accident report has been completed and logged in an accident book.
