ROUGH SLEEPER ESTIMATE 2015
The Council is due to undertake its annual estimate of the number of people sleeping rough in the East Riding. 

Revised Government guidance has widened the definition of rough sleeping when estimating or counting making it essential that those included in the figure fall into the following definition: 

People sleeping, about to bed down (sitting on/in or standing next to their bedding) or actually bedded down in the open air (such as on the streets, in tents, doorways, parks, bus shelters or encampments). People in buildings or other places not designed for habitation (such as stairwells, barns, sheds, car parks, cars, derelict boats, stations, or “bashes”).

My reason for writing to you is to ask for your assistance in identifying the location and extent of any rough sleeping across the East Riding. We would like you to tell us about anyone that you know or are told are sleeping rough on the night of the estimate. We do not expect you to go out and count yourselves and we only want information relating to the night in question.

It is important that we avoid double counting so we need this information for a given period of time, and to know the location of the rough sleepers. In line with government guidance, we have chosen to undertake the estimate on the night of Wednesday 18th November 2015. Any forms completed before or after this time cannot be counted.

I would be grateful if you would complete and return the form included with this letter indicating your observations of rough sleeping on this date, by Friday 27 November 2015. Please complete and return the form even if you are not aware of any rough sleeping, as this is equally valuable information for us. If you have any queries regarding this matter do not hesitate to contact me.
